
aratransit, Inc., recently won a Pollution Prevention award from BERC
(Business Environmental Resource Center) of Sacramento County. Businesses
are chosen based on their efforts to aid in the conservation of our environment.

Paratransit, Inc., installed a 65 kilowatt solar
collection system on our rooftop that is
capable of producing up to 40% of our
facilityÕs energy needs. To date, it has averaged
a 19.25% generation of energy during the
fall and winter months. Just imagine what
weÕll generate in peak summer months! WeÕll
keep you posted on our energy savings in
the next edition of Destinations.

In other environmental news, Paratransit, Inc., participated in a study of storm
water treatment technology. We installed an interceptor to slow storm water
movement and help eliminate soil erosion and runoff turbidity. The interceptor
resulted in a significant reduction of pollutants.

Paratransit, Inc., actively participates in recycling programs, including all petroleum
based products, oil filters, metals, aerosol cans, and office generated supplies such
as paper, toner cartridges, inkjet cartridges, dry cell batteries and more. Paratransit,
Inc.Õs mixed waste recycling program collects approximately 312 yards of solid waste
for recycling each year. Our administration office fosters waste reduction efforts by
encouraging double sided copies, the reuse of packing materials, purchasing recycled
content products and the use of environmentally friendly cleaning products.

Paratransit, Inc., continues to maintain its status with the EPAÕs ÒBest Workplaces
for CommutersÓ list, and actively promotes programs aimed at reducing single-
occupancy commuting. We also participate in the ÒSpare the AirÓ program.

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he Sacramento Mobility Coalition is dedicated to making our transportation
system more accessible to older residents, to those with disabilities, and to
those who rely on public transit out of economic necessity. That goal Ñ

mobility for all Ñ is increasingly taking on a new urgency. The fastest growing
segment of our community is the generation just now beginning to enter their
retirement years.

Two years ago the Coalition played a major role in maintaining public funding for
complementary rides for Sacramento seniors (over 75) and ADA ride services for
those with disabilities Ñ through helping to pass Measure A. SMC members met
with virtually every public official of the Cities and of the County of Sacramento.
Measure A passed by a whopping 75% vote and as a result local funding for ADA
rides was doubled.

This last summer the Coalition worked to minimize the impact of proposed fare
increases and potential service cut backs by Regional Transit. The Coalition helped
organize rallies of over 100 people to speak against the fare increases and service
cuts at two RT Board Meetings. As a result, the RT Board decided to continue free
passes for senior and disabled riders.
